These three defendants robhbved one T. G. Saop of
aporoximately $150. on November 23, 1923, at the Annex
Rooming House in Ogden. BEspy pleaded guilty to robbery on
November 27, 1923; und the defendants Salermo and Williams
were tried and convicted on January 18, 1924.

The robbery took place in a suite of rooms rented and
occupied by the defendant Iucy Williams. She ig about 22
vyears old, and says she is the mother of a three-year old
child, which I believe is true. Her true name is Catrns,
her husband's name being Logan Turner Caims. Salerno
has a widowed mother living in Wilson ILane.

After the robbery, which occurred after midnight
Egpy and the girl took a taxi to Salt Iake, where they
separated, the girl being arrested on her return.

salerno has been flirting with the Penitentiary for
several years, so the officers tell me. He has caused then
no end of trouble and has many times been under suspicion
of committing serious offenses.

I recommend the minimum term for lgpy and Lucy Williams,
and eight years for Salerno.
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
