. gree, have to suffer on account of the stigma that has come
| to the family by reason of this lawlessness on the part of
a member of the family. You dont look like c¢riminals. I
will say to yvou boys, you dont either one of you look like
ceriminals. I sincerely hope that you will endeavor ito live !
I this down.When you go to the State Prison, Ilet me suggest

to you that you conduct yourselves in such a way that you
will commend yourselves to the warden of -that instivution; ;
and when the time comes for your release, that you can go

out again and face the world and let this be a lesson to

you. Make it a lesson, a deterrant, so that in the future
you will walk straight. I feel that this situation that has
co%e into your life, serious as it is ocan be faced by you and

that you can still become honorable men in the community.
