DEFENDANT OLGIN: ¥o, sir.

THE COURT: What have you been doing since? Begging?

DEFENDANT OLGIN:  Couldnt find a job.

TEE COQURT: What is your mother's name?

DEFEWDANT OLGIN: Fernanda.

THE COURT: Whe;e is her address?

MR. MURDOCK: I have that.

THE COURT: You know that this crime you have commi tted will
send you to the State penitentiary for ons year, and they may keep
you ttere for twenty years. You are in a serious predicament:

DEFENDANT OLGIN:  Yes, sir.

THE COURT:  Didnt you know at that time that yeou would g0
to the penitentiary?

DEFENDANT OLGIN: YTes, but—-

THE COURT: The judgment of the court is that you, Jimmy
McCarthy, be committed to the custody of the Sheriff of Beaver
County to be taken to the Penitentiary of the State of Utah, and
there to be confined for an indeterminate period of one to twenty
yeoars. And the Judgment_of the court is that you, Thomas Olgin
be comnmitted to the custody of the Sheriff of Beaver County to be
taken to tle Penitentiary of the State of Utah, and there to be con -
fined for an indeterminate period of one to twenty years.
