This boy was never known as a vicious boy, he was never
in any difficulty with any one in his 1life before this +fime that I
know of, and as to peace and quietude there was not a more peaceable
or quiet boy in the town,.

1 have bsen told by partiss who heard the trial that
he should never have bheen convictsd under the proof, and I am led to
believe that his conviction was the result of his appearance more
than for the crime he had committed.

When quite young this boy was kilcked in forehead by a
mule and and sesveral plecss of bone was taken from his forehead and
bridge of hie nose, and this left gquite handicapped as %0 appearance
after that, and his appearance ¥y no means reflects his true character

Of courss I fesel gquite as near o this boy as a real
rarent would feel and my heart goes out $o him in this trouble, and I
am writing you this %o besesch you to investigate all the factis in
connection with his conviction and to grant him a pardon if possible,
