On the 5th of september, 1922, the District
Attorney of this District filed in the District Courtd
of Weber County an informalion charging one Rdward
Delgado with the orime of attempt to commit robbery.
The defendeant was arraigned on the 6th of Zeptember
and plead not guilty. sSubsequently, on the 1l4th of
Hovember, 1922, he sppesred in couri personally and
with his counsel, T. J. llaginnis, Bsqg., and, by leave
of court, withdrew his plea of not guilty and entered
a ples of guilty; whereupon he was adjudged to be
imprisoned in the state prison for & texm of two and
one~-h&lf years.

The District Attorney, &t the time of baking
the ples of guilty, represented to me, from the eviw
dence that he hod in the case, that a sentence or judg-
ment for oue year's imprisonment would answer the ends
of Justice; and, basing my recommendat ion upon the
representations made to me by the District Attorney, I
recommend that the imprisonment of Zdward Delgado be
terminated on the expiration of one yesr from the date
of Judgment.
