defendant might at this time stipulate, if he desires, for the
trensfer of the case to this county snd let an order of the
court be made directing the clerk of that county to file the
information as of & time prior to the hearing, if your Honor
sees fit to proceed, and let an order be made tranéfering it to
this county, and let the defendant enter his Ples at this time,
but I thought it would be adviseble to determine from the de-
fendant here in court whether or not it is desirable to take
that action before proceeding any further.
